What is the Continuum of Care?          

The Continuum of Care (CoC) system 

was established by HUD in the early 

1990s. Each Continuum of Care is 

charged with setting priorities and      

determining the community’s needs in       

regards to housing and homelessness 

issues.  

Furthermore, each Continuum of Care 

serves as a planning body for equitable 

distribution of funding across a specified 

area. The suburban Cook County       

Continuum of Care encompasses all   

programs and activities within the North, 

West & South suburbs of Cook County —  

excluding the city of Chicago which has its 

own Continuum of Care.  Previously sepa-

rate, the Evanston Continuum of Care has 

begun the process of merging into the subur-

ban Alliance, and all Evanston representa-

tives are  especially encouraged to attend. 

 

What is the Alliance?          

The Alliance to End Homelessness in        

Suburban Cook County acts as lead agency 

for the suburban Cook County Continuum of 

Care.  

The Alliance is responsible for overseeing 

more than $8 million in NOFA and   other 

federal funding, executing required       

Homeless Counts every other year, directing 

agencies to best practices, and creating and 

implementing the region’s Strategic Plan to 

end homelessness. 
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What is the HUD NOFA Process? 

Each year, the Alliance to End Homelessness in 

Suburban Cook County must submit a        

competitive application to the United States                 

Department of Housing Urban Development 

(HUD) for homelessness assistance funding. 

Federal agencies issue Notices Of Funding 

Availability (NOFA) to announce available 

funding for various programs. The Continuum 

of Care NOFA offers homeless assistance grant 

funding to support transitional and permanent 

supportive housing for homeless people in  

suburban Cook County. 

For individual agencies in Cook County to re-

ceive HUD funding, each agency must apply 

for funding through the local Continuum of 

Care planning process.
