Helpful Hints:

1. If an SHP renewal, your budget must match what is on the Grant Inventory Worksheet.  Changes to project budget can occur only at amendment or technical submission. http://www.suburbancook.org/files/FY2011_FinalGIW_Cook_County_IL-511.xls
2. If a S+C renewal, your number of units and mix of bedroom sizes must match what is on the Grant Inventory Worksheet, linked above.  There’s an SHP page and a S+C page.
3. If a renewal, list the most recent Grant Number, not a previous one. See the Grant Inventory Worksheet, linked above.  
4. For new projects, be realistic with budgets and goals. Don't fashion a project that you haven't the capacity to fulfill.  Don't overreach.  

5. For new projects: Capital projects must complete the covenant (20 year use form).

MATCH & LEVERAGE QUESTIONS:

What should be in our match and leverage letters? 
· For new projects: Cash match must be cash in hand for 1st year.  All match and leverage must be documented with letters to accompany your application.  Match and leverage letters need to include the following: name of the organization providing the resource; the amount of cash (or the cash value of the in-kind contribution); the type of activity for which the resource will be used (e.g., acquisition, rehabilitation, new construction, operations, services, etc.); the name of the project sponsor organization and/or the name of the project; and the time period the funds or resource will be available.
Should our cash match be included on the Project Leveraging Chart? 
· YES!  This is one of the most common application errors in our Continuum.  DO include the cash match on the leveraging chart as its own line, and indicate that it is cash and not in-kind. 

Can we use ESG as cash match for our project?

· NO!  This is another common error.  You are applying for a McKinney-Vento homeless assistance grant, and ESG is also McKinney-Vento homeless funding.  

· Even though your ESG grant comes to you through Cook County (or Oak Park or Evanston), the money all comes from the same federal appropriation.  HUD has given us clear guidance that ESG must not be used as match for SHP or S+C projects.
What is the value of volunteer services for leveraging purposes?

· Donated professional services should be valued at the customary rate.

· Volunteer time should be valued at $10 per hour.
NEW THIS YEAR:
· Applicant Profile (formerly known as SF-424): Within e-snaps, you will need to select an Applicant Type before you can complete the rest of your Applicant Profile.  Your applicant profile must be marked Complete before you can work on Exhibit 2.  You can return to the Applicant Profile to edit it later.  The e-snaps training modules cover this in detail.
· Proposed homeless definition: With the HEARTH Act passed in May 2009, HUD was instructed to make changes to the homeless definition.  A proposed rule was previously released for public comment, and a final rule is expected in time to impact the awards you are applying for now.  To read the draft rule, go here: http://www.hudhre.info/hearth/.  More HEARTH-related changes to expect are summarized in the NOFA, pages 5-7.
· New Projects with One-Year Term: In the past, new SHP projects funded with bonus funding were required to have a two- or three-year term (plus a period for acquisition, rehab/construction, if applicable).  In this year’s competition, a new SHP bonus project applicant may request one year of funding (plus a period for acquisition/rehab/new construction, if applicable).  See the NOFA, p. 8.
· Educational Assurances: Similar to last year, Exhibit 2 applicants who will be serving families with children need to assure that their policies are consistent with a child’s educational rights and that a staff person is designated to assist them, as explained in the NOFA, p. 9.
· FFATA Reporting: Read the General Section pages 32-35 for more detail.  In short, any awardee receiving $25,000 or more must report some basics about the organization and the award into a government website www.fsrs.gov, including executive compensation if organization revenues are greater than $25 million.  Also, the awardee must report information about any subawardees receiving $25,000 or more, including executive compensation if their revenue exceeds $25 million.
